The Department of Animal Husbandry, Dairying & Fisheries is one of the three constituent Departments of Ministry of Agriculture headed by Union Minister for Agriculture, who, at the Minister level, is assisted by Minister of State, in the discharge of his official functions. The other two Departments of the Ministry are Department of Agriculture & Cooperation and Department of Agricultural Research and Education, which are independent ‘public authority’ within the meaning of “The Right to Information Act, 2005”.

2. There is one subordinate office of dairy division namely, Delhi Milk Scheme, West Patel Nagar, Delhi under the administrative control of the Department of Animal Husbandry, Dairying & Fisheries. These sub-formations / bodies are independent “public authorities” within the meaning of “The Right to Information Act, 2005”. 

3. The Department of Animal Husbandry, Dairying & Fisheries, at secretariat level, is headed by Secretary to the Government of India, who is assisted by one Animal Husbandry Commissioner, of the rank of Additional Secretary to the Government of India, four Joint Secretary and one advisor.

Department of Animal Husbandry, Dairying & Fisheries has been entrusted with the responsibility of launching schemes and programmes for the development of dairy sector so as to complement the efforts of State Governments and Union Territory Administrations to increase production and productivity besides strengthening infrastructure for dairy sector to improve the economic well-being of the farmers. This basic objective serves as the norm for the discharge of functions by this Department and is observed in formulation and implementation of policies and programmes for promoting dairy sector growth in the country.
